2012 Code Of Conduct

GENERAL

1. There will be zero tolerance for use of foul or abusive language.

2. If a coach is ejected from a game by an umpire they will serve a 1 game suspension.  A second ejection during the same season will warrant a review of the coach by the league commissioner and Farragut Baseball Inc board of directors.

3. Knox County Parks and Farragut Baseball do not allow use of tobacco products.

FOR PLAYERS AND COACHES

1. Written statements describing the general goals and rules of competition for each league will be given to and explained to players and parents at the beginning of each season.

2. Each child will be treated with respect and fairness at all times.

3. Safety is our first concern on the field and will be explicitly taught in all leagues.

4. In developmental leagues, all children will have equitable playing time and the opportunity to play at different positions during the season.  Even the appearance of favoritism by coaches or parents acting, as assistants will be avoided

5. Sportsmanship and teamwork will be explicitly taught and required in all leagues.

6. Coaches & officials will conduct themselves so as to create a positive role model for all players.

7. Coaches will not engage in ‘player raiding’ from other teams. Any coach found to be surreptitiously recruiting players directly from another team is subject to be banned from coaching in our league.

8. Coaches will support all league-sanctioned activities, including: Work Days, Concessions Staffing, Sponsorship & Fundraising activities. Coaches will attend mandatory coaching clinic.

9. Coaches are accountable to the Farragut Baseball Inc. Board of Directors.

2. Communication with umpires will be friendly at all times.

3. Teamwork and sportsmanship will be encouraged and supported in all leagues.
